


3-2 COLD WATER

1) Turn off the shutoff valves of cold water to
the tank beneath the toilet and flush the toilet.

2) Remove the existing supply tube to be
connected to the tank inlet and the shutoff
valve

3) Join T-Valve(®) with the Rubber Packing(@)
on the shutoff valve.

4) Connect the Flexible Hose(®) to the tank
inlet and the T-Valve((®).

4. CONNECTING THE WATER SUPPLY TUBE

1) Set the seat of the Main Body(@) upright.
2) Measure the distance from the T-Valves(®) to the inlets of the Main Body(@).
3) Cut the Water Supply Tube(®) a little longer than the measured distance.
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4-1 TO THE T-VALVES
1) Remove the nuts of the T-Valve((®) and slide the Water Supply Tube(@) into the nuts.
2) Push and firmly seat the Water Supply Tube(®) onto the inlet of T-Valve(®).

3) Now tighten the nut by hand to securely fasten the Water Supply Tube(®).

4-2 TO THE MAIN BODY
1) Remove the plastic nuts on the water inlet at the rear of the Main Body(@) and slide the Water
Supply Tubes(@) into the nuts.
2) Push and firmly seat the Water Supply Tubes(@) onto the inlets of the Main Body(@).
3) Now tighten the nuts by hand to securely fasten.

% To make it easy, soften the end of the tube with a heat source such as a hairdryer.




5. OPERATING TEST
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1) Turn on the shutoff valve to check for water leaks at
all connections.

2) Cover the toilet bowl with the hand or the plastic bag
to prevent the water from being sprayed out of the toilet.

3) Press down nozzle handles respectively to check out
the extension and compression of nozzle and water spray
conditions.

FUNCTIONS AND OPERATION

Rear Nozzle Handle (for Posterior Wash)

Press the rear nozzle handle gently. The rear nozzle extends out
and sprays water for cleansing. The water pressure can be con-
rolled by the handle.

Front Nozzle Handle (for Feminine Hygiene)

Press the front nozzle handle gently. The front nozzle sprays water
for comfortable cleansing. The water pressure can be controlled
by the handle.

Simultaneous Cleansing
Both rear and front nozzles can be used at the same time.

Position and Massage Handle of the Rear Nozzle

Press the position and massage handle to move the rear nozzle up
and down. For massaging effect, press the position and massage
handle repeatedly.

Position and Massage Button of the Front Nozzle

Press the position and massage button to move the front nozzle up
and down. For massaging effect, press the position and massage
button repeatedly.

Drain Handle

During the cold season, pressing this handle enables the usage
of warm water immediately by draining the water stored up in
the water supply tube and the main body.

Temperature Control Handle
Press the temperature control handle gently to control the tem-
perature of water like a faucet.

Safe-close Seat and Lid
Safe-close function offers a safe, silent and smooth close to eli-
minate a slam of the seat and lid for more safety.

This is to cleanse the nozzle, not a malfunction.

. If the appliance is not to be used for a long period of time, drain water before using the

appliance again.

. Do not stand or sit on the seat lid. It is not designed to support a user’s body weight.
. Take steps to prevent the water from freezing.
. Operation and use of this appliance is restricted to a water supply line with a pressure

between 15 psi. and 100 psi.

. Do not apply force to the connecting flexible hose or other plumbing. It could result in a

malfunction.
Do not push or pull the tube and the hose, otherwise it may result in water leakage.
Never drop or insert any object into any opening or hose.

If this appliance becomes loose or moves out of position,
retighten the bolts and the nuts as necessary.

It could result in water leakage.

Do not expose the appliance to direct sunlight, as it may
discolor.

Do not allow this appliance to come into contact with paint,

nail polish, thinner, chlorine, detergents, oils, etc.
Only qualified service personnel should service this appliance.
